This paper examines the study on discipline problem which comprised of 100 male and 
120 female in upper secondary school at SMK Kinarut Papar. The aim of the study is 
to investigate 10 aspects of discipline problems for boys and girs, differences between 
sexes in the discipline problems and solution focused. Measures of "Walker Problem 
Behaviour'; ''Jessness Behaviour Checklist'; and ''Solving Discipline Problems" was 
used to investigate "Off-task behaviour" of the students, The results indicated that 
overall the students are,: haven't finished homework, full of worries, unable to 
concentrate for such a long time, dreaming and cheating during examination. Results 
also showed that teachers always used discussion methods which puts much emphasis 
on compromise for solutkJn focused. Implications and suggestions for future 
programmes are further discussed.
